BACKGROUND:
Current legislation leaves many vulnerable individuals without access to publically funded support. Increasingly, these individual’s risk ‘falling through the gaps’ as organisations struggle to meet their needs without the aid of funding. Limited funding and options are available but support organisations need to understand the issues and the process for accessing this support. This training seeks to highlight the real impact on the lives of those with No Recourse to Public Funds and how best to assist them
